He/she may want to 
meet you after class!

  Take time to pray for your senator by name before sending your letter.

  Mail the letter at least two weeks before the class to ensure it arrives in time.

  If preferred, it is also acceptable to send your letter via email.

AN ACT

Motorist Safety Act of 2026

PURPOSE: To reduce the number of deaths and severe injuries caused by traffic 
accidents.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF (your state name)

Section 1. For the purpose of this act, “motorist” shall mean any person 
controlling a motorized vehicle used for the purpose of moving persons or 
freight on the highways of this state. 

Section 2. It is unlawful for a motorist to travel at a speed of more than 65 miles 
per hour on an interstate or more than 55 miles per hour on any other highway 
in this state.

Section 3. Any person who violates this act shall be subject to a fine not to 
exceed one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) per violation.

Section 4. All laws or parts of laws in conflict with this act are hereby repealed.

Section 5. This act shall become effective 30 days after approval by the governor 
or upon its otherwise becoming a law.

Section 6. Upon approval by the governor, this bill will be reviewed by the 
Appropiation Committee for funding.
